The sunny spring weather is also powering the club! Last November, the club
successfully bid for a grant from WECA to enable the club to invest in solar
panels on the new roof. The solar panels were not on the development path
presented at the AGM. However, with the offer of the WECA grant, the Board’s
analysis determined that the investment of solar panels funded by a loan could
be repaid within 3-4 years. Therefore, not impacting the short term financial
sustainability of the club or the development plans.

The 15! month of generation has been very successful with the panels

generating more power than the club used. The 18t full month of billing since
the solar panels was £1120 compared to £3225 for the same month last year.
